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The BGC Worcester Music Program provides free string

instrument tutoring and rental to young members of the

Worcester community, where Brandeis music students would

offer weekly one-on-one Zoom sessions and biweekly on-site

visits. The program aims to develop participants' hobbies while

also fostering Brandeis students' leadership skills and compassion.

In February, I contacted BGC

Worcester and began recruitment. By

March, I secured violin rentals and

the necessary forms for the crew.

Online and in-person tutoring

sessions began in April.

Many mentors and mentees participated in

the program during spring, and BGC

Worcester plans to offer financial support

for rentals and transportation after summer.

Most importantly, plenty of students

demonstrated interest in keeping going.
